Hurt Park (Edgewood & 
Courtland) 

• Cyclists arrive at Hurt Park and merge with groups coming 
from Roswell and elsewhere. 

• Elected officials on bikes are placed up front with other 
elected officials from northside & westside communities

Georgia State Capitol • Cyclists following elected officials arrive at the Capitol via 
Courtland St., stopping at the west side of the Capitol on 
Washington St, between MLK Ave and Mitchell St. 

• Local elected officials join State officials for the address 
from the Capitol steps.

Georgia State Capitol • State officials and GRTTC organizers address the crowd.

Georgia State Capitol • Cyclists depart for return trip via bike to Conyers and 
Covington. 

• Elected officials depart via motorcade for the return trip 
back to Conyers and/or Covington.
